The J-box has a separate attachment for catenary cables up to ¼” 
dia. & features a Cable Brake System to prevent luminaire slippage 
due to swag. Options include a “Rigid swivel mount” that allows for 
rigid attachment of the luminaire while allowing for up to 15° of cable 
swag; allowing the fixture to hang plumb. All luminaires in the system 
are field serviceable eliminating the need to ever remove a luminaire 
from the string if service is needed.
